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Types of CIP Construction — What the Colors Represent

Full Reconstruction

Repair sewerage, water, and drainage lines, rebuild the street entirely, and
repair sidewalks and curbs.

Patch Mill/Overlay
Repave the asphalt roadway from curb to curb and repair damaged sidewalks.
Patch Concrete

¥ Remove damaged portions of the concrete roadway and replace it with new
smooth concrete pavement and repair damaged sidewalks.

Incidental Road Repairs

Remove damaged portions of the asphalt roadway and replace it with
new smooth pavement.
